**Open Hunter Over Fences cards to stay open with 2’3” and 
2’6” to run when fences are set to each respective height. 

**Depending on the number of entries, the 2’ Long/Short 
Stirrup division may be split by age. Please list birthdate 
on entry form or make sure it is on file with your 
membership. Please note the flat classes will now run FIRST 
for the 2’ division(s). 
 
 



HUNTER DIVISIONS 

Short Stirrup 2′ Open to any horse or pony with their rider 12 & 
under. Rider may not have previously shown over fences 2’3″ or 
higher. Two-year eligibility. May cross enter the equitation 
division flat, Pleasure Horse/Pony ONLY! Short Stirrup/Long 
Stirrup may be run together at the discretion of show 
management unless there are more than eight entries in each 
division at which time they must run separately. 

Long Stirrup 2′ Open to any horse or pony with the rider 13 & 
over. Rider may not have previously shown over fences 2’3″ or 
higher within the past 5 years. Two-year eligibility. Riders may 
cross enter the equitation division flat ONLY, and Pleasure 
Horse/Pony ONLY! Short Stirrup/Long Stirrup may be run 
together at the discretion of show management unless there are 
more than eight entries in each division at which time they must 
run separately. 

 Child/Adult 2’3” Open to all junior & adult amateurs on ponies 
or horses. The horse/rider combination may not cross enter any 
division 2’6” or higher. Adults may ride ponies. 

Open 2’/2’3”/2’6” Open to all riders. 

Junior/Amateur 2’6” Open to all junior and adult amateurs on 
horses or ponies.  The horse/rider combination may not cross 
enter into any division lower in height.  Adults may ride ponies. 

Hunter Hack Open to all horses and riders.  To be judged on the 
rail at a walk, trot and canter.  Class to be asked to jump two 
jumps.  May be asked to halt and back. Judged as a hunter class. 

BLUE/RED Crossbar Open to all horses and riders except for 
riders showing in walk-trot or below. Courses may be trotted or 
cantered. To be judged as a hunter class. Will be pinned as a 
Blue/Red class. Martingales are permissible. Cross entries are 
allowed. Does not count toward year end prizes in any division. 

EQUITATION DIVISIONS 

Leadline Open to beginner riders of any age. Riders may not have 
shown a judged class prior to this current show. Horse/pony to be 
led with a lead line.  Year end awards for all CHC members 
showing in this division 

Academy Walk Open to beginner riders of any age. Riders may 
not have shown in a trot class prior to the start of the show year. 
May not cross enter into any other classes. Martingales are 
permissible. Riders will not be asked to back. Trainers may be in 
the ring but should not handle the horse.  The division will be 
split if there are more than 9 entries in the class or at 
management’s discretion 

Walk-Trot Open to beginner riders of any age. Riders may not 
have shown in a canter class prior to the start of the show year. 
May cross-enter into Beginner Walk-Trot-Canter. Martingales are 
permissible. Riders will not be asked to back. The division will be 
split if there are more than 9 entries in the class or at 
management’s  discretion.  

 

Beginner Walk-Trot-Canter Open to beginner riders of any age. 
May cross enter into Walk-Trot Only. Martingales are permissible. 
The division will be split if there are more than 8 entries in the 
class. 1st class will canter 1 at a time on one lead only. 2nd class 
will canter 1 at a time on the opposite lead only. 3rd class will be 
an over poles class to be done at the trot. 

Advanced Walk-Trot-Canter Open to beginner riders of any 
age. Riders may cross enter into Cross-Bar, Hunter Hack, 
Beginner Cross-Bar, Age Group Eq on the Flat and Pleasure. 
Martingales are permissible. 

Crossbar Open to beginners who have not shown over fences 
higher than cross bars prior to the start of the show year. Riders 
may cross enter Adv. Walk-Trot-Canter, Hunter Hack, Beginner 
Crossbar, Age Group Eq. on the Flat, and Pleasure. Martingales 
are permissible. Simple lead changes are not penalized. Judged as 
an equitation class 

Short Stirrup 2′ Open to all Short Stirrup riders. 

Long Stirrup 2′ Open to all Long Stirrup riders. 

Equitation 2′3” Open to junior and adult amateur riders. May 
not cross enter into other fence height classes at the same show 

Equitation 2’6” Open to junior and adult amateur riders. May 
not cross enter into other fence height classes at the same show 

CHC Medal 2’6” Open to all junior and amateur members over a 
modified or 2’6″ Hunter course. Only 1 rider per horse or pony. 
To be judged on seat, hands, guidance & control of horse or pony. 
Must have 3 riders to fill the class. The top 10 riders who have 
accumulated points during the show year will be invited to attend 
the year end medal finals. 

Scholastic Medal 2’ Open to all junior and amateur members 
over a modified or 2’ Hunter course. Only 1 rider per horse or 
pony. To be judged on seat, hands, guidance & control of horse or 
pony. Must have 3 riders to fill the class. The top 10 riders who 
have accumulated points during the show year will be invited to 
attend the year end medal finals

Novice Jumper .65m: Open to all riders eligible to compete over 
a .65m Jumper course. Will run as  Table II section 1 (Optimum 
Time) and Table II S2b (Clear Round). May cross enter into 2’ 
equitation or hunters.  

Intermediate Jumper .75m: Open to all riders eligible to 
compete over a .75m Jumper course.  Will run as  Table II section 
1 (Optimum Time) and Table II S2b  (Clear Round).  May cross 
enter into .65m Jumpers and/or 2’3” or 2’6” equitation or 
hunters. 

DERBY  Open to all horses and riders.  Heights from 2’ to 2’9” to 
be offered.   To be shown over a Derby Course of natural jumps. 
Two round format.  Second round to be judged as a handy round.  
The top riders from the first round return in reverse order.  
Offered at select shows.
